Maintenance Manual (AMMM) as the programme to be followed or  

Q You may belong to AOPA and have nominated their programme.  

Q You may be operating an Aero Club aircraft or have hired one from another organization, in this case you will 
need to establish the rules the aircraft is operated and maintained under.  

Q If it is a Part 135 organization, there will be a nominated Principal Maintenance Contractor (PMC) and there will 
be specified procedures to be followed for unscheduled defects encountered away from base.  

Q Typically the PMC in consultation, will discuss work and authorize another party (in this case Peter McCarty from 
HPNZ) to rectify the fault. If this applies to your aircraft then you need to be aware of the requirements and have 
details of the PMC organization and names and numbers for people to contact within that organization.  

Q There is also the unlikely situation where the aircraft you are operating is maintained by another Part 145 
organization and there will be similar procedures to be followed with (typically) some added complexities. Again 
you as the pilot need to make yourself familiar with the manuals your aircraft is operating under.  

When you have established the nominated maintenance programme that relates to your aircraft; if it is other than the 
AMMM then it would be advisable to carry a copy in the aircraft for reference.  
Lastly, if on your transit to Ardmore you notice anything about your aircraft that you would like looked into- please let us 
know. The tarmac and grasses area in front of HPNZ is available for parking.  
At Ardmore we have our maintenance hangar, avionics shop, component overhaul shop, helicopter blade overhaul shop 
as well our spares department and pilot shop. We also have access to other specialist shops, tools and spares. Leaving it 
until on the Safari could mean it then needing special parts or equipment that may not be carried.
